2009 MKYRA Queen, Princess and Little Miss 

Register now to be a candidate for the 2009 MKYRA Royalty Contest which will be held on Saturday, August 30, 2008 during MO-KAN Finals in Butler. This is the invitation to all MKYRA member girls in good standing! All contestants must be a MKYRA member for at least one year and each contestant needs to submit an application by August 9 at the Oak Grove rodeos. Specifics are as follows: 
To compete for the Queen title a contestant must either be an active Senior Division competitor or one who will become Senior Division in rodeo year 2009 (which begins in September after 2008 finals). To compete for the Princess title a contestant must be eligible for the Junior Division in rodeo year 2009. Finally, to compete for Little Miss, a contestant must be eligible for Pee Wee Division competition in rodeo year 2009. 

Winners in each age division will be selected by a panel of independent judges. Winners are expected to attend most all 2009 rodeos. Contestants will be judged in four categories with equal weight given to each in the scoring. The four categories are as follows: 

1. Speech/Public Speaking – each contestant must prepare a speech to be delivered in front of the judges. Queen contestants will give a 3-4 minute speech using the topic “How Has Rodeo Shaped Me Into A Role Model For Other Youth?”, princess contestants will give a 2-3 minute speech using the topic “How Does Rodeo Influence Me?”, and little miss contestants will give a 1-2 minute speech using the topic “I Like Horses Because . . “. Contestants need to deliver the speech with minimal notes and should not read the speech.

2. Personal Interview - each contestant will be interviewed individually by the panel of judges.

3. Rodeo knowledge - each contestant will draw a question to answer in front of the judges. Each question will be related to rodeo rules and basic horsemanship knowledge.

4. Horsemanship pattern - each contestant will ride a horsemanship pattern in front of the judges. The pattern will be distributed to contestants in advance so there is plenty of time to practice.
Only one clothing outfit is required for the contest. Each girl should wear western jeans, shirt, hat and boots, in compliance with rodeo code. The speech and question session will take place first inside the community building, followed by riding the horsemanship pattern outside and then the personal interviews.  Winners in each category will earn several prizes and receive a beautiful crown and sash.

You will then receive a packet of information to confirm the details of the contest. If you have additional questions, please contact Corrine Everson at 816-509-0149. Applications are due by August 9, 2008 by the end of the Oak Grove rodeos.
